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Havana, February 23(RHC)-- Homero Acosta, Secretary of the Council of State, said the people
see themselves reflected in the country’s new Constitution, which they helped to write.

More than eight million Cubans are called to the polls this Sunday, February 24th to either ratify
or reject the country’s new Magna Carta, which was approved by the National Assembly of
People’s Power in late December.

Acosta, who is also a Cuban deputy, insisted that if ratified by the people, the new Magna Carta
would be enforced, replacing the one enacted since 1976.

Nearly nine million Cubans on the island -- those serving abroad and Cubans residing abroad
participated in the public debates -- contributed more than 700 thousand proposals for
modifications, additions or eliminations, most of which were later included in the final version
that will be submitted to Sunday’s referendum.
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
