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Ottawa, Jan 30 (Prensa Latina) Canada will welcome people fleeing persecution, terror and war regardless of their
faith, Prime Minister Justin Trudeau said.

Diversity is our strength, Trudeau said this weekend in his Twitter account.

These statements contrast with the executive order of US President Donald Trump, which prohibits the entry of
refugees to this country for four months.

According to the head of state, the measure, signed yesterday and that also makes it impossible to issue visas to
citizens of Syria, Iraq, Iran, Libya, Somalia, Sudan and Yemen for 90 days , aims to keep radical Islamic terrorists
out of the United States.

'We want to make sure we are not admitting the threats our soldiers are fighting abroad,' the Republican president
said at the Pentagon's headquarters.
