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Catalonia’s Health Minister Alba Verges asked Spain’s Health Minister Salvador llla that Cuban medical teams
can join the fight against COVID-19 in her autonomous territory.

She also requested a rapid recognition of Cuban doctors' professional degrees so that they can work in Catalonia,
as they are already doing in Andorra or Italy.

If accepted, the recognition of professional credentials would benefit all Cuban doctors residing in Spain.

Earlier this week, the Catalan crisis cabinet considered the possibility of recruiting Cuban physicians and has
insisted Minister llla to facilitate the hiring of them.

The Valencian Community and the Balearic Islands are also interested in incorporating Cuban health workers into
The evolution of COVID19 in Spain. The discharged patients represent 38 percent of the total number of infected
people in Madrid, 34 percent in the Basque Country, and 32 percent in Catalonia.
