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Cuba and The Gambia have committed themselves to strengthening bilateral cooperation as Banjul and Havana
mark the 35th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations. Local newspapers quoted a statement
issued by The Gambian Embassy in Cuba to celebrate relations as saying that relations with Havana have grown
from strength to strength.
