On the other hand, in an interview made by journalist Yoe Suarez and published in Pineda Barnet’s blog
titled Puntear, he pointed out that Aplausos delves in this action, as an attitude and communicative expression, as
a language as well.

He also reveals that the short film is part of the series made up by First, End and Upstairs so far.
