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  The fatal attack on Russia's ambassador to Turkey, who was killed by a gunman on Monday, is "clearly a
provocation" aimed at undermining both Russian-Turkish relations and the settling of the Syrian crisis, Russian
President Vladimir Putin said.

"This murder is clearly a provocation aimed at undermining the improvement and normalization of Russian-Turkish
relations, as well as undermining the peace process in Syria promoted by Russia, Turkey, Iran and other countries
interested in settling the conflict in Syria," Putin said in a statement on Monday evening.
